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BOYS DISTANCE MEDLEY RELAY TEAM ELECTRIFIES
CROWD WHILE TAKING GOLD AT EPISCOPAL RELAYS

Nelson Wins 100 Meter Dash, Jake D’Eramo and Johnita Goodman Place Third

BELLAIRE, Texas - The St. Pius X track team took a short-handed squad to the
Episcopal Relays on Thursday, March 13 as many of the team's leading performers were
traveling back from the annual senior retreat. By time the retreat bus arrived to the Episcopal
High School campus a majority of St. Pius’ distance runners had already missed the 3200 meter
run, an event the Panthers typically dominate. As a result, late in the meet, SPX coach Erin Van
Wassenhove entered a four-man team in the grueling 2.5-mile Distance Medley Relay. In
the end, the crowd buzzed with excitement at what transpired, compliments of the St. Pius boys.

Trailing much of the race, the St. Pius team of Will Louselot (800m leg), Tim Bryant
(400m leg), Ray Garcia (1200m leg) and distance standout Joey D'Eramo (1600m leg) delivered
a phenomenal performance to win the event in come-from-behind grand style. The Panther boys
were in third place following the fast 800m first leg of the race. St. Pius continued to hold the
third spot in the eight-team competition upon completion of the second leg, the 400m. Upon
completion of the 1200m third leg, the Panthers found themselves in seventh place, trailing rival
St. Thomas in the lead spot and St. John's in the second position. Taking the baton for the
anchor leg of the race, the 1600m segment, Joey D’Eramo was 175 meters off the lead. Stalking
his opponents, by the end of the third-of-his-four laps of the mile leg, D'Eramo had maneuvered
the Panthers from seventh place to first, eventually stretching the lead in the final 400 meters of
the race to an 80m win for St. Pius with a 1600m time of 4:30. In a finish for the ages, St.

Pius won the event by more than 10 seconds with a combined time of 11:26.83, followed by St.
John's in second (11:36.80) and St. Thomas in third (11:44.51).

In other boys competition, junior Trey Nelson won the 100m dash for the Panthers with
an impressive time of 11.38, and sophomore Jake D'Eramo took third in the boys 3200m run
with a track time of 11:10.65. The younger D’Eramo also place second in the mile with a time
of 5:17, and Panther Steven Ruiz turned in a personal best 5:32 1600m time.

Freshman Johnita Goodman took third for the Lady Panthers in the girl's 200m dash with
a track time of 26.74.
