
 
 

D’ERAMO REPEATS AS TAPPS 3-6A DISTRICT CHAMPION 

IN BOYS 3200 METER AND 1600 METER RUNS 
 

Senior Leads Way as St. Pius Track & Field Team Claims Eight Individual District Titles, 

26 Top Performance Medals, Panthers Qualify 16 Athletes for State Meet in Waco 

 

 HOUSTON – Sixteen St. Pius X track and field athletes qualified for the 2008 TAPPS 6A State 

Championships to be held May 2-3 on the campus of Baylor University following several impressive 

individual and team performances at the TAPPS 3-6A District Championships held Thursday, April 24.  

Upon conclusion of the 2008 district meet, the Panthers had turned in eight gold medal, 11 silver medal 

and seven bronze medal performances.  

Senior distance runner Joey D‟Eramo successfully defended his 2006 and 2007 district titles in 

the boys 3200 meter run by winning the two-mile race for the third consecutive year with a track time of 

9:53.15.  Following his impressive district „three-peat‟ performance, hours later D‟Eramo delivered his 

second district championship repeat of the evening when he successfully defended his 2007 title in the 

boys 1600 meter run, winning the 2008 district championship with a mile time of 4:31.67.  The Panthers‟ 

distance standout will attempt to defend his 2007 state title in the 3200 meter run at the TAPPS 6A State 

Championships in Waco on Friday. 

Sophomore Venric Mark also turned in an impressive evening for the Panthers winning the 

district title in the boy triple jump (42-7.5), as well as gold medals as a member of the boys 4x100 meter 

relay (43.10) and 4x200 meter relay (1:31.69) teams.  Venric also claimed silver medals in the long jump 

(20-8.5) and 400 meter dash (52.98), qualifying for state in both events. 

The Lady Panthers were led by senior Jordan Barnett who claimed a district title in the girls 100 

meter hurdles (17.14).  Barnett also qualified for state in the girls 300 meter hurdles by earning a silver 

medal with a time of 48.19.
